Egeria densa 
Hydrocharitaceae, the waterweed family 
Category: EDRR 

Leaves:  
 

•Plants larger and leafier 
than hydrilla and common 
elodea 

 
• Whorls 3 to 6   
 
• Linear to oblong shape, 
1 to 1 1/4 inches long and 
5 mm wide 
 
• Leaf margins are finely 
toothed 
 
• Leaf midribs are smooth 
and without teeth 
 

Flowers:  
 

• 3 white petals and 3 
green sepals 
 
• Individual flowers showy, 
with petals that are 
approximately 1/3 inch 
long  
 
• Flowers at the water 
surface from flower stalks 
(1 to 4 inches long) 
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
